This Regulation is issued by the Council

Republic of Ethiopia Proclamation No.
1263/2021.

1. Short Title

“Forestry Research” means
conducting_ scientific studies in the
areas of establishing forests and
agroforestry systems and managing
and using them, wood industries,
forest ecosystems and climate change,
value addition on forest products, on
policy and socio-economic aspects, on
marketing of tree and forest products
and services and  generating,
popularizing, and disseminating
information, knowledge, and
technologies to accelerate the

development of the forestry sector;

“Degraded Landscape” means land
that has lost productivity and its
ecological services have significantly
declined and

rehabilitation;

means, notably

“Plant” refers to all types of plants
that are not commonly considered as

crops, irrespective of age or height;

4. Power and Duties

Ethiopian Forestry Development shall have

the following power and duties:

Formulate, submit and follow up the
review and approval of policies,
strategies, and legal frameworks to
facilitate the conservation,
development and sustainable use of
forests, to expedite research and
trainings, and implement same when
approved.

Collaborate with relevant Regional
authorities, identify,  demarcate,
register, and secure land use right
certificates for forests and
forestlands; classify forests into
protection and production forests on
their intended uses and make sure
that all forests have management
plans and are managed accordingly in
collaboration with relevant
stakeholders.

Identify reserve forests and prepare
draft law and submit to the Ministry
to legally designate and fully protect
them, and when approved, work with
relevant authorities to implement the
law.

Gather, synthesize, and compile
information on the changes in forest
types, cover, and health; on forest
carbon stock; on forest industries; on
the supply and demand as well as on
import and export data of forest
products; on the contribution of the

forestry sector to the socio-economic

and put in place marketing systems;
and ensure that the standards and
systems are operationalized, and laws
are enforced.

19/ In collaboration with relevant Federal
and Regional Authorities, support the
prevention and control of crimes on
forests and combat illegal forest
products trade and ensure that
administrative and legal measures are
taken on wrong doers.

25/ Work with appropriate agencies to
legally protect intellectual property
rights for research outputs and
technologies generated by the
Ethiopian Forestry Development.

26/ Represent the forestry sector and
participate in international,
continental, and Regional platforms,
notably United Nation Framework
Convention on Climate Change
(UNFCCC), United Nation
Convention to Combat
Desertification (UNCCD), United
Nation Forum on Forests (UNFSS),
United Nation Reducing Emission
from Deforestation and Forest
Degradation (UN REDD+), African
Great Green Wall, International
Bamboo and Rattan Organization
(INBAR), African Forest Landscape
Restoration (AFR 100), and other
forestry related forums and to
advance national interests in these
platforms.

27/ Collaborate with industries, research,
educational and training institutions,
as well as with producer and
professional associations, the private
sector, and non-state actors in the
country engaged in  forestry

development.
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28/ Issue certificates of qualification in
forestry, permits for harvesting and
transportation of forest products, and
provide laboratory services; plant
seed supply, and other services and
collect payments for the provided
services based on Regulation to be
issued by the council of ministers.

29/ Own property, enter in to contract,
sue and be sued in its own name.

30/ Undertake all other tasks necessary to
execute its power and duties stated
under this Regulation, and in the
Forest Development, Conservation,
and  Use No.
1065/2018.

Proclamation

5. Qrganization

The Ethiopian Forestry Development
shall have:

1/ A General Director
2/ Deputy General Directors as

required; and

3/ Necessary employees;

6. Power and Duties of the Director
General

1/ The Director General shall be the
Chief Executive Officer of the
Development and shall direct and
administer the activities of the
Institute.

2/ Without limiting the generality of
the Sub-Article (1) of this Article,

the Director General shall:
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a) exercise the power and duties
of the development specified
under Article 4 of this
Regulation;

b) employ, administer  and
terminate ~ employees  in
accordance with the Federal
Civil Service Law and
Principles;

c) prepare and submit annual
plans and budget to the
Ministry and implement the
same upon approval;

d) prepare and submit the
performance and financial
reports to the Ministry;

e) represent the development in
its dealing with third parties.

3/ The Director General may delegate
part of his power and duties to other
heads and staff for better and efficient
performance of activities in the
development.

7. Rower and Duties of the Deputy General

Director
1/ Lead and administer the

department assigned to them.
2/ Perform tasks assigned by the

Director General.

3/ Unless the Director General
delegates otherwise, the senior
Deputy Director General shall act
on behalf of the Director General

in his absence.
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8. Budget

The Budget of the Ethiopian Forestry
Development shall be allocated by the

Government.
9. Books of Accounts

The Ethiopian Forestry Development
shall keep:

1/ Complete and accurate books of

accounts;

2/ The book of accounts and financial
documents of the Ethiopian Forestry
Development shall be audited
annually by Auditor General or an

auditor assigned by Auditor General.
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10. Effective Date

This Regulation shall enter into force on

the date of its publication in the Federal

Negarit Gazette.
