1. Short Titlg
This Regulation may be cited as " The
Ethiopian Institute of Agricultural Research
Establishment Council of Ministers Regulation
Number 527/2022"

2. Definition
In this Regulation, unless the context requires
otherwise:

1/ “Agricultural research” means an
undertaking to advance  production,

productivity and quality products in the
areas of plants, animals, and soil and water

resources in a sustainable manner:
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2/ “National Agricultural Research
System” means a collection of institutions
engaged in the agricultural research within
the country and doing research .in harmony
or in collaboration, having vertical or
horizontal relationships with governing

principles and working modalities;

3/ "Agricultural Research Center'" means
an agricultural research organ entirely
dedicated in implementing research

activities and projects; established or to be

established or administered by Federal or

Regional government to address agro-

ecologies, social

groups, or strategic

commodities or strategic themes:

4/ “Technology” means new or improved or
adapted product type and knowledge in
agriculture that embedded with the

provision of production and services,
wisdom, working method and system that
could solve the social and economic
living

bottlenecks and improve the

conditions of the farming society or

contributing to these;

5/ “Knowledge™ means the sum of techniques,
skills, methdds, wisdoms and processes to
be employed in the production of goods or
services or in the accomplishment . of
objectives, such as scientific

investigations;

6/ “Coordination™ Means facilitating

agricultural research endeavorsare

conducted collaboratively to enhance
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7/ “Service” means the provision of training,
consultancy, laboratory testing, validating
technologies in laboratories and under field
conditions, and other similar activities that
emanate from the competences of the
institute or its missions that may be

provided on contractual basis;

8/ “Institution”™ means any Organization
authorized to work on agricultural research
at federal or regional level, at Universities
or Colleges or government or private

entities:

9/ *“Region” means any state established
under Article 47 of the Constitution of the
Federal Democratic Republic of Ethiopia
and including the Addis Ababa City
Administration and Dire Dawa

Administrations;

10/ ~*Ministry or Minister” means the Ministry
of  Agriculture or the  Minister,

respectively;

11/ "Person" means physical or juridical

person:

12/ Any expression in masculine gender

includes the feminine

3. Establishment
The Ethiopian Institute of Agricultural Research

(hereinafter the “Institute’’) is hereby'estab]ished

as a Federal Government Institution.
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4. Head Office

The Institute shall have its Head Office in Addis
Ababa and may have agricultural research

centers elsewhere , as deemed necessary.

5. Qbjectives

The Institute shall have the following

objectives:

I/ Generate, improve and adapt agricultural
technologies and knowledge on plants,
animals, soil and water addressing the needs
of the agricultural development and the end

USers;

2/ Demonstrate agricultural research findings for

users, multiply and provide source

technologies;

3/ capacity building to Modernize and improve
efficiency and effectiveness of the national

agricultural research system.

6. Powers and Duties of the Institute
The Institute shall have the following powers

and duties to:

I/ Undertake and coordinate to undertake
agricultural research in accordance with the
national agricultural development policy and

strategies;

2/ In harmonization with the National
Agricultural Development Policy, develop
the agricultural research strategies, programs
and and

projects, follow up the

implementation of these;

3/ Establish and coordinate a system to develop
and evaluate agricultural research programs
and projects that meet the required national

development needs;
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4/ Establish a system for the production of
technologies, of
Agricultural technologies provided by
Agricultural research bodies multiply the

source improved

source technologies and coordinate the
process;
5/ Advise the government on agricultural

research and development related policy

issues:

6/ In collaboration with relevant stakeholders,
establish functional system for creating
strong  partnerships  among  federal

agricultural research centers and users for

research

effective use of agricultural

technologies and  follow up  the

implementation of it;

7/ In collaboration with relevant stakeholders,

demonstrate  research outputs  through
convenient and effective communication
media and local languages to enhance the

agricultural knowledge base of the public;

8/ Collect, collate, store and disseminate data

and information related to agricultural
research that are generated by the national
research system and elsewhere, and establish
a system for agricultural research data or

information exchange mechanism;

9/ Organize functional platforms for promoting
strong linkages among agricultural research
institutions, constmers, and other value

chain actors;.

10/ Design the development and upgrading of
skilled

and implement effective strategies to

develop and build up human capacity;

Establish an award and recognition system
to individuals or entities for meritorious
achievements in the national agricultural

international and regional  Agricultural

research institutes and national Organizations
having similar objective, signs agreements and

implement thereof;

Encourage  agricultural  professional
associations and facilitate their contribution
for the exchange of agricultural research

knowledge and information;

Establish a workable system to minimize

duplication of research efforts thereby
enhance efficiency and effectiveness of the

agricultural research system;
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18/ Support foreign and local research

institutions and individuals intending to

undertake agricultural research in line with

agricultural policies and strategies of the

19/ Facilitate the acquisition of ownership of
intellectual property rights for technologies,
and  informaiion

knowledge, process

generated by the agricultural research

system;

20/ Collect service fee based on a rate set by a
Regulation to be issued by Councii of
Ministers.

21/ Prepare institutional  implementation

standardes and practices that would help to

implement its mission.

22/ Own property, enter intc contracts, sue and

be sued in its own name;

23/ Perform other related activities as may be
necessary for the attainment -of its

objectives.

The institute shaii have:
1/ A Director General;

2/ Deputy Director Generals as required; and

3/ Necessary staffs.

L 4

The Director General shall have the following

powers and duties:

1/ The Director General shall be the Chief
Executive Officer of the Institute and shall
direct and administer the activities of the
Institute;
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2/ Without limiting the generality provided in -
Sub-Article (1) of this Article, the Director
General shall:

a) [mplement  the  powers  and
responsibilities of the Institute provided

in Article 6 of this Regulation;

b) Supervise and follow up the

implementation of programs and
projects as well as the utilization of
the federal

finance by agricultural

research centers:

¢) Recruit and administer staff of the
institute based on the Civil Service

Laws of the Country;

d) Prepare, consolidate and submit the
work program and budget of the
institute to the government and follow
up its proper implementation vhen

approved;

e) Allocate budget to research centers
based on the approved budget of the
institute and follow up the utilization of
the allocated fund for the intended

activity;

f)  Represent the institute in its dealings

with third parties;

g¢) Consolidgte the performance and
financial report of the institute, and

submit to the Ministry.

3/ The Director General may delegate part of his
powers and duties to the officials and other
employees of the Institute to the extent
necessary for the efficient performance of

the activities of the Institute.
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9. Powers and Duties of the Deputy Director
General

The Deputy Director General shall have the

following powers and duties:

I/ Assist the Director General in planning,
organizing, leading and coordinating the

activities of the institute:

2/ Execute other duties specifically assigned by
the Director General:

3/ Unless the Director General delegates
otherwise the Senior Deputy Director
General shall act on behalf of the Director
General in his absence

10. Budg he Institute

The budget of the Institute shall be allocated by

the Government.

11. Book of Accounts

I/ The Institute shall keep a complete and an

accurate book of accounts.

2/ The Institute book of accounts shall be
audited at least once a year by the Auditor
General or by another Auditor designated by

him.

Any other Regulations. Directives or Customary
Practices which are in contradiction with this
Regulation shall not be applicable with respect to

matters provided for in this Regulation.
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13. Effective Date

This Regulation shall enter into force on the date

of its publication in the Federal Negarit Gazette
Done at Addis Ababa, on this 13" day of
December, /2022
