GENERAL

1. Short Title

2. Definitions

No.782/2013 and Seed Regulation
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No. 375/2016 shall have the same
meaning, in this directive unless

the context requires otherwise:

a) “Not produced on soil” means

seed imported for  seed
multiplication shall not be in
direct contact with the soil and
being free from plant pests;
b) “Plant pest carrier” means any
thing that can serve as a crrier of
pest from one place to another.
¢) “Phytosanitary certificate” means
a certificate issued by the relevant
authority attesting the health of
plants.
d) “Plant variety prohibited from
entry” means varieties prohibited
from entry into the country in
accordance  with the plant
quarantine law;
“Small holder farmer” mean a
person ~ who  engaged in
agriculture but not registered as
Private Limited Company (PLC)
or Share Company;
“Unregistered Variety” means a
variety that is not registered in the
country’s variety registry book.

g) “Confined agriculture” means an
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supervision and control, for any
negative impact by the regulatory
body in a designated confined

area.

3. Scope

Notwithstanding the provisions of

a) have competence certificate
granted by the ministry to
multiply and export unregistered
variety up on fulfilling the
Ministry requirements for
confined agriculture;

b) acquire import permit from the
ministry;

c) submit document attesting its
registration in the country of
origin,  otherwise, it shall
undergo the national registration
proceedures,

d) attach procurement and delivery
documents in relation to the

shipment;

and biodiversity;requirements

. Before using the farm that has been

used for multiplication of

unregistered  variety for  other
purposes, it shall be approved by the

regulatory body for being free from

seed-borne  pathogens and pests
resides in the soil;
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10. The person shall be accountable by
the relevant law of the country, if the
unregistered variety is multiplied on a
farm other than the agreed one;

11. Importer of unregistered variety shall
not give to another person, to use or
market, the imporeted variety or any
product thereof by way of sale or gift.

12.If the by-product of unregistered

variety has seed, it shall not be given
or sold to be used in the country for
human consumption or livestock feed
in any form.

13. Notwithstanding the stipulation under
article 12, if the bi-product contains
seed, the product may be used to
reproduce in confined agriculture
upon notifying the regulatory body.
However, if it can’t be reused, it shall
be removed based on the advice of the
regulatory body.

14.In the process of multiplying the
imported variety, he shall notify the
relevant regulatory body that the

multiplication is on-going according

to the agreement.
